Check out Federica Catonini's new article, co-
authored with Johanna Buerkert and Kristian
Søby Kristensen, titled Arctic Geoengineering
Between Governance and Science: A Structured
Literature Review of the Arctic Geoengineering
Discourse, published in the interdisciplinary journal
WIREs Energy and Environment. 
The article finds that Arctic geoengineering
research is heavily focused on technology and
feasibility, with less attention paid to governance,
and calls for more stakeholder-inclusive
governance.
